	Guiding Questions: After the end of Cold War, on the one hand, there have been unabated debates about the uni-polar, multi-polar and non-polar world, which strongly indicate that not only power configuration among states but also the nature of power itself is undergoing great changes. On the other hand, there are also a number of debates over the concert, competition or competition & cooperation of major powers relations, indicating that converging or diverging visions of regional and world order by key players, particularly those major states will largely shape the future trajectory of world order. What would the power shift and diffusion means for the world order? Which element or mixture of elements will determine the power conversion capability of major countries in the future: economic strength, military power, international alignments/networking capability, norm/institutional building capacity, demographic development, soft power, domestic governance or something else?  How will the competition over primacy over the domains of global finance, cyberspace and many other new global commons affect the major power relations as well as the world order? How to characterize the differing and overlapping degrees of various visions of world order by the key players on global arena? Will international community see the great convergence or divergence in the years ahead regarding the transformation of contemporary world order?

In the multiplex security environment of Asia Pacific, what kind of regional architecture and security order are needed to manage this new situation in an effective and legitimate way? 	Multifaceted Challenges to World Order

	
	Guiding Questions: The complex transformation and volatile situation in Middle East has long caught the world attention, while tensions between Russia and the western countries over Ukraine crisis have not seen any significant sign of de-escalation. Although this year has witnessed the successful conclusion of epoch deal on Iran denuclearization by the concerted effort of P5+1, the deteriorating security in Syria, Iraq and rise of sectarian tensions as well as uncertain prospect of international anti-terrorism against ISIL have produced even worsening humanitarian disasters, including refugee crisis. Russia’s latest airstrikes against ISIL within Syria has just compounded already very strained relations between Moscow and Washington. What prospects can we realistically expect from these two regional developments? How likely it is for international community to build up some new institutions to deescalate tensions and confrontations both in the Middle East and Ukraine. What are the impacts of the evolving situation in these two regions on the major powers’ relations and the world order in shaping?
